— BLADE FACT

A carbide tipped blade is a precision tool that requires careful maintenance to ensure a long sewi
life and good performance throughout its life.

The blade must be re-sharpened at the right time, i.e. when the cut surface becomes unacceptab
This usually happens when the tip edge radius exceeds 0.1 mm or when the cutting edge become
chipped. Normally a carbide tipped blade can be re-sharpened 20-25 times depending on the size
of the carbide tips.

Clean the blade regularly to remove the coatg of chips and resin that sticks to cutting edges,
gullets and saw body. The coating increases the friction as well as the temperature and causes th
blade to run hot and twist. The increased wear may in the worst case cause the blade to crack. W
recommend the use of a good cleaning agent.
